Departments of Agriculture and Health Commemorates World Rabies Day

, _ World rabies day was recently commemorated in Bungeni village outside Elim in the Makhodo
Municipality of Vhembe District. This is an annual Event which is held in order to educate the
community about the dangers of rabies to both animals and human being. Vhembe District has

been chosen because of the high number of rabies cases reported in animals and human.

Dr Mampane Senior Manager Veterinary Services from the department told the gathering that rabiesis transmitted through
bites and scratches from infected animals. He went on to say symptoms of infected animal's are aggressiveness and restlessness
and such animals must be reported to veterinary officials, extensions officers or the police immediately.

The Executive Mayor of Vhembe District Cllr Falaza Mdaka called on members of the community to avail their pests for
free vaccination services made available to members of the community. He said if all members of the community respond
to the call of vaccinate pests it will bring an end to the loss of human lives due to a preventable disease.

The department of Health called on members of the community to visit the nearest clinic if they get bitten by a dog or
suspect that a child has been on contact with an infected dog or cat.

The theme of this year’s world rabies day is “vaccinate your dogs and cats. If isfor free and can save lives, what are you

waiting for?’



LOA brushes-off Rabies Vaccinations myths in Ga-Molepo

all the villages under
Kgos Molepo recently converged at the tribal
officesin Moshate, Boshega village during the
Rabies Awareness day organised by LDA in
Polokwane Municipality. The village headmen
responded positively to the call by the
department and the meeting was also
blessed by the presence of Kgos Maisha
Il of the Molepo clan. The event was
aimed at informing the community about
the dangers of rabies on both pets and
human and also to correct the perpetuated
myth regarding the vaccination on
animals. It was agreed that the headmen
will deliver the messages to their
respective villages.
generally perceived myth amongst
community members that vaccinated
pets, especially dogs, no longer perform
as they used to after the vaccinations.
This, they [community members| said
was witnessed during hunting days when
the dogs would be lazy. Dr. Temba Malatse,
animal health services in Polokwane
municipality said that the myth needs to be
corrected. He told the farmers that vaccination
of pets does not in anyway affect the well-
being of the pets but rather prevent the

possibility of rabiesinfection. “Forget all the
myths and vaccinate your pets so that lives can
be saved” he said. In the Ga-Molepo area, the
disease was discovered in Mountainview in
1999.

Mr. Simon Mogale an animal health

technician told the farmers that this fatal, viral
disease can be transmitted to humans by pets
such as dogs and cats. “ Rabiesis transmitted
mainly by the bite of an infected animal because
thevirusisfound in saliva of arabid animal”
he said. The symptoms of an infected animal

inmost cases can bewitnessed  in behavioural
changes of the animals. In most cases, wild
animals appear tame whilst domestic animals
become extremely aggressive. Salivation and
abnormal vocdisation are other symptoms that
can also be witnessed by pet owners. Mogale
advised the farmers and the community

at large that if they get bitten by dogs;

they should wash the wounds well for

at least five minutes with running water

and soap and rush immediately to the

nearest clinic or hospital. “Do not wait

for rabies symptoms before consulting
amedical practitioner because by then

it might be too late” Mogale said. He

said victims, who in most cases happen

to be children, must get medical
assistance because thereis no effective
treatment for persons or animals once

the symptoms start to show.
According to the Animal Disease

Act 35 of 1984, pet owners are
compelled by law to ensure that their

dogs and cats are vaccinated at three months
of age against rabies. This has to be repeated
within 12 months and then every 3 years. The
community was advised to report any
suspicious-looking dogs seen in their areas to
the nearest veterinary offices or local police.

Even now, | don’t know if
am normal,” said Machimanalooking up
asif the heavens could pour a glass of
blessings over his head and shame the
veld fires.

Thelast farm to bevisited was abroiler
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farm belonging to Mr Bennett Shilubana
in the Tarentaarand area. On arrival, we
were met by the charred chickens and
flattened chicken structure, whilst the
smell of the ashes pushed away the
visitors. The owner Mr. Shilubana
popularly known as BBR, did not get
closer to the structure saying it is too
painful for him. When everyone consoled
him, he cheered them up and indicated
that “where thereisawill thereisaway”
therefore hope should not be lost. “The
fire destroyed my business and source of
income, all 36 000 market ready chickens
died in the inferno” he lamented.

Inthe overal analysis of thisravaging
flame threatening the agricultura industry,
there seems to be more questions than
answers. What is the cause? Is the cause
natural or the work of arsonists? If it is
natural, hopefully, the preventative
measures like fire-belts could somehow
have lessened the impact. However, the
suspicion that arsonists are involved
sends shivers down the spine and one
asks himself what kind of person can do
this.

Thereare pressreportsthat linked veld
fires to arsonists' dissatisfied with the
pace at which the Land Claims
Commission is returning land to
claimants, particularly in Kwazulu-Natal.
‘Kwazulu-Natal fireslinked to frustrations
over land claims, ‘ Farmers connect fires
to land dispute’, MEC to probe claims
arsonists sparked fires' read headlines of
Business Day, Business Report and The
Citizen newspapers dated September 2
and 4.

If indeed there are bad elementsin our
society who deliberately spark veld fires,
they need to repent. Who could disagree
with Kwazulu-Natal MEC for Agriculture
when he said, “I do not believe that
anyone in their right mind would engage
in criminal behaviour with such disastrous
consequences...” Temo Towers News
would like to remind the citizens of this
country that the perpetrators of these
scandal ous acts are can be prosecute in
line with the National Veld and Forest
Fires Act (Act No 101 of 1998).
