country including Limpopo. Speaking during
the Arbor Week celebration at Belabela in
Waterberg on 2 September 2008, MEC
Magadzi indicated that veld fireswere athreat
to trees, plantations and indigenous forests.
She said the current dry season poses a high
risk of veld fires.

She mentioned that chances of igniting
veld fires which spread and caused damage
to assets and human life were high during
this time of the year. She appealed to the
farming communities to take precautionary
measures like firebreaks which would lessen
the risk of veld fires. Mme Magadzi stated
that farmers in Limpopo should heed to her
cal sincethe Province wasrated as“extremely
high veld firerisk area

“Let usall work together to prevent veld
fires from damaging our forests, plantations,
grazing land, orchards and housing
settlements. People lose jobs because of veld
fires and the country’s economy suffers as
millions of rands worth of vegetation and

negligence in thisregard as it is punishable
by law as prescribed in the Forests Act of
1984.

She applauded landowners who take
initiatives to prevent, predict, manage and
extinguish veld firesin line with the National
Veld FireAct of 1998. She said thefirst launch
of the Fire Protection Association was in
Polokwane in 2005, and so far 18 fire
protection associations have been registered
in the Province.

She said people should live harmoniously
with the environment by planting trees,
preserving and maintaining indigenous trees
and forests. MEC Magadzi indicated that trees
did not only provide shade, fruits and beautify
towns and cities, but play arole in tourism,
conservation and pollution control. She said
the Department of Water Affairs and Forestry
(DWAF) had set aside 20 000 trees which
members of the Public may collect without
paying a cent. She indicated that these trees
have been distributed to 24 temporary tree
depots which are open for trees collection
throughout the Province.

programme wasin favour of indigenous trees
which provided fruits and medicinal needs.
She cited marula trees which provide arange
of products such asfruit, juice, nuts and beauty
products as an example. However, she noted
that there was a need to educate those who
indiscriminately cut down trees for firewood
and other uses. The MEC encouraged the
communities to use deadwood and invader
species for firewood, gas and electricity as
alternative energy sources.

Another speaker at the event, the Limpopo
based Water Resource Management Director
from DWAF, Ms Mokiti Komape who said
her department would capacitate rural
communities in forest management. She
pointed out that DWAF would educate
communities all over the Province to plant
trees. “We expect that the RDP house owners
must benefit from fruit trees as part of food
security,” she said.

She went on to say the shortage of fruit
trees from the previously disadvantaged
community owned nurseries was a challenge.
In the face of this challenge, she urged the
youth and women to establish nurseries.
DWAF, she said, would support these
nurseries, therefore jobs would be created
and poverty alleviated.

The 2008's theme was ‘ Plant a tree-Save
our planet’ which highlights the need to
continue protecting the earth, conserve natural
resources to sustain life for the current and
future generations.

The public was afforded an opportunity
to apply for Identity Cards, passports and
various socia grants as the mobile units from
the Department of HomeAffairs and the South
African Socia Security Agency (SASA) was
there to render service.

Both the Waterberg District Executive
Mayor & Belabela Municipa Mayor; Mme
Pinky Kekena and Mme Herietta Ledwaba
attended the event.



Mock Interviews: a blessing for interns in Gapricorn

the past month of August conducted mock interviews
for intern colleagues. The ultimate goal of this project
was to amongst other things; equip interns with the
right skills and techniques on how to conduct themselves
during interviews and strengthen their chances of making
itinareal corporate world. In the Capricorn District
done, there are currently 22 internswho are on a 12-
month contract by the department with the aim of
exposing them to practical workplace experience and
sharpening their employability skills through capacity
building. This project is being facilitated and monitored
by the Human Resource Development (HRD) sub
branch.

How important are the mock interviews to the
intern learners as one may ask? According to the Skills
Development Facilitator in the district, Matthews
Maserame, ajob interview is a systematic, structured
and goal directed process of securing ajob. For oneto
be able to succeed, Curriculum Vitae (CV) compilation
skills coupled with sdlf presentation skillsinaninterview
should be acquired hence the introduction of the mock
interviews. The HRM service realized a need for the
introduction of this programme which is aimed at
facilitating interview skills acquisition for interns. This
will help interns avoid technical mistakes and to
approach interviews with utmost confidence and
boldness. The mock interviews were conducted for post
level 7.

Did theintern participants take the mock interviews
seriously? Ms Moeti Morena, who works under HRD
section in Capricorn District, was part of the panel

during the interviews.
She said there is still
alot to be done on the
side of the interns if
they are to be
successful during
interviews. “ Some of
the interns were not
taking the interviews
seriously and thiswas
witnessed by the way
they answered
questionsand they also
lacked that competitive
Spirit that we need” she
said. Morena said
interns need to
understand the
importance of preparations prior to interviews as this
will enable them to respond to questions accurately and
assertively. There were mixed feelings from the Interns
about the interviews. Mr. Maditibale Maela, an intern
in Regidtry at the digtrict office saysthe mock interviews
were an eye opener. “| learned that one needs to prepare
beforeany interview” he said. Maglasaid theinterviews
assisted in boosting his self confidence and his ahility
to respond to questions during interviews. One of the
panel members during the interviews, Mr. Nhlonipho
Chabangu echoed asimilar observation shared with his
colleague, that there is till alot to be done in terms of
preparing the interns to enter the formal job market.
“ Stage fright and poor preparations for interviews are
gtill abig challenge that we need to work on collectively
as mentors to ensure that we prepare the productive

human capital who will became an assets where ever
they will crack an opportunity” he said. Chabangu said
mentors needed to double their efforts because the
intern learners have the knowledge, but skills are till
achalenge. He continued by saying that interns needed
to go an extra mile in terms of researching when
preparing for job interviews because one will never
know when the next opportunity will avail itself.

The mock interviews are aimed at familiarizing
interns with the procedures and requirements of
interviews and dress code. It is also aimed at assisting
interns in compiling effective CV's and interview
coaching. HRD will in due course organize a briefing
session to give feed back report where a number of
shorts comings that were observed during theinterviews
will be addressed.

The nursery produces a
tomato and water melon
seedlings whose main
markets are ZZ2 and the
neighbouring countries like
Mozambique, Swaziland and
Botswana. However, farmers
are at liberty to arrange for

the production of the crop type of their
choice.
