Theminister of Agriculture Honorable Lulama
Xingwana signed a memorandum of
understanding (MOU) with the Vice Minister
of Agriculture of the Peoples Republic of
ChinaHonorable Fan Xiagjian onthe occasion
of ministerial visit to the republic of China
in December 2006.

Part of the agreement signed was to set
up an aquaculture capacity building
programme to benefit South African
Departmental officials, scientist and farmers.
The implementation of the MOU became a
reality when on the Monday the 23rd June
2008 Limpopo Department of Agriculture
(LDA) welcomed two aquaculture experts
from China, Professor Dong Zaijie and Wang
Jianxin from the Freshwater Fisheries
Research Center. The experts will be hosted
by the Department of Agriculture until the
10th August 2008. During their stay in the
Province they will conduct research and advise
L DA on the genetic improvement of the native

fish strain such as Tilapia at the Turfloop Fish
Breeding Station.

They will also visit fish farmers in the
Province, potential sitesfor fish farming such
asirrigation schemes and the two Agricultural
farmers Training Center (Tompi Seleka and
Madzivhandila) to advice on fish production

aspects such asfeeding, harvesting, processing
and marketing.

The exchange visit will benefit fish
farmersin the Province and improve the value
chain of fish production.

AMBASSADOR SHOPE ON A FOOD PARK MISSION IN LIMPOPO

South Africa’'s Ambassador to Italy, Mr Lenin
Shope was recently in Limpopo on a trade

mission. The Ambassador’s visit came after a

successful  Limpopo’s trade and investment

mission to Italy led by Premier Sello Moloto in

May thisyear.

Addressing the media during hisvisit to the
Province, Ambassador Shope indicated that his
visit was geared towards finding ways in which

local farmers could be uplifted and learn from
their Italian counterparts.

During an interaction with Government

Agriculture Development participated, the MEC
for Agriculture, Mme Dikeledi Magadzi indicated
that based on the seriousness which both the
Limpopo |eadership and Ambassador Shope have
shown turning the dreams of afood park into a
reality she was optimistic that the trade mission
would bear fruits.

He wants
us to work to collectively improve the lives of
our people through agriculture” MEC Magadzi
said.

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Agriculture’s Finance Manager, Mr. Vusi
Ndlozi told farmers during the Information
Day held at Giyani in Mopani District that
Limpopo Department of Agriculture (LDA)
will pay half the cost price of the
tractors when farmers purchase [~
tractors. “LDA saw the need to |
assist crop farmersin the purchase
of mechanization like tractors,
trailers, booms-prays and ploughs.
When the farmer buys these, the
Department will pay 50% of the
cost price,” Mr.Ndlozi said.

Ndlozi told about 100 farmers
that LDA has established
Mechanisation Revolving Credit
Access Scheme (MERICAYS)
through which farmers are entitled
to 50% subsidy from LDA in the [
purchase of tractors, planters, &
rippers, mould-board and disc
ploughs.

The subsidy is a grant ranging from
R1000- 00 to the maximum of R200 000-
00. It was indicated that LDA worked in
partnership with ABSA Bank. Farmerswere
told that they were not expected to return
the grant to Government asit was asubsidy.
However, if in their purchase farmers take
a loan from ABSA they will only be
expected repay the loan and not the grant.
It was further mentioned that if farmers
had half the money of the cost pricein cash

to pay for the mechanisation, they would
not pay back a single cent back to anybody.

Thegrant, it was mentioned, istargeting
the previously disadvantaged farmers.
Mention was made that if there were
business people in the surrounding areas
who assisted farmersto till their lands, they

were also welcome to make use of the
scheme so that they should continue
assisting farmers.

The sales consultant from Land Bank,
Ms Ruth Salani made a presentation on
Micro Agricultural Finance Institutions of
South Africa (MAFISA). She highlighted
that MAFISA is a government supported
intervention scheme which serves as a
market catalyst playing a providing and
facilitative role within the micro-agricultural
finance system. Ms Salani stated that

farmers could access credit from MAFISA
for production inputs such as purchase of
seeds, fertilizers, pesticides, insecticides
and ploughing. Farmers could make use of
this scheme for the purchase of irrigation
equipment like pipes and drips, pumping
machines, fencing material, poultry housing,
cattle aswell asdrilling borehol es.

Farmerswere aso told that they
were legible for asking loans for
the wages of their workers. At the
same event, the Manager attached
§ to Limpopo Agribusiness
Development Agency within LDA,
Mr Masaka Mabilo informed
farmers that the agency provided
farmers with training in various
skillsincluding using tractorsif a
request was made.

Giyani Agricultural
Municipality Manager, Ms Jane
Mudau, indicated that the
Information Day was arranged in
order to let the “farmers know
about the programmes available in the
Department”. There were mechanization
exhibitions at which Landini; Foton and
Tafe tractors were exhibited.

In attendance were farmersfrom various
municipalitiesin Mopani District, NAFU’s
Mopani Chairperson ,Mr. Matsikinyani
Malatjie, Limpopo Tomato Growers
Association’s Mopani Deputy Chairperson
,Mr. Peter Mathye, as well as
representatives from tractor companies;
Foton, Tafe and Landini.
